This is a free programme that has been designed to meet
the ever-growing needs of complex Health & Social care systems and to enable the
Healthcare Support Worker to respond with an understanding of leadership, decision
making and problem solving. These qualifications are designed for healthcare
assistants, support workers and non-clinical staff; usually working in band 2-4 roles.

or Level 2

e |LM Level 3 in Leadership and Management

¢ A Qualification in Digital Skills

¢ A Qualification equivalent to 14 credits (Level 2) or 17 credits (Level 3)

What does it entail?

e Self-directed study to complete Functional Skills and ILM assignments
o Completion of all modules and assignments to achieve all parts of the award

Entry Criteria:
e Must be aged 19+
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Applicants must hold Functional Skills qualification or be willing to complete a
functional skills qualification. The appropriate level for your course will be dependent
on the outcome of your initial Functional Skills Assessment.

Proof of ID will be required - Passport or any document to show your residency status
if you are not a British citizen or have not lived in the UK for 3 years.
